2011 Itinerary Selection Process: 

1. Review all the material in the Advisors Kit.  The TREKS book and the Guidebook to Adventure provide the information 
needed to select an itinerary.  Begin working with the members of your crew to begin selecting your top five itiner-
aries, first choice through fifth choice. 

2. Secure the Passcode information from the key contact person on record (Philmont has mailed this information to 
the contact person).  Complete the Itinerary Selection Worksheet with all the information about your crew, itinerary 
choices, and arrival information (if known). 

3. Designate someone to be the person to complete the online process.  They must have internet access, a web brows-
er (Internet Explorer 6.0 or later), and a printer. 

4. The 2011 system will be live at 9:00 AM MDT on Tuesday April 5, 2011.  The link to the itinerary selection site will be 
located on the Home Page of www.philmontscoutranch.org 

5. Enter the information on each screen.  Carefully read all information before continuing to the next screen. 

Special Note:  the 2011 system will assist crews that would like to be Sister Crews on the trail. 

Sister Crews:  Sometimes, crews wish to spend time together on the trail.  There are two ways to accomplish this.  Crews 
may select itineraries that rendezvous during the trek (a table of rendezvous camps and itineraries is on pages 22 & 23 of 
the TREKS book).  This permits crews to have itineraries with different levels of difficulty but still spend time together.  The 
other way for crews to be able to spend time together is for two crews to choose to be “sister” crews.  Sister crews are both 
assigned the same itinerary and, while they do not hike together on the trail, will be in the same camps every night.  To re-
quest sister crews, both expedition numbers and passcodes are entered in the itinerary selection process by one person.  
While they have the same itinerary assignment, they are still separate crews and will enter their crew arrival information 
separately.  Because only two crews are assigned an itinerary on a day, requesting to have sister crews can lessen your 
chance of being assigned your highest priority itinerary choice(s). 

At the bottom of the screen where contact information is requested, a space exists for the Sister Crew #.  By entering the Sister 
Crew # and Sister Crew Passcode, a screen will appear to enter the contact information for the Sister Crew. 

6. When you enter your itinerary selections, be sure to enter your first choice first, second choice second, and continue 
through your fifth choice.  You may rearrange these on the screen so your highest priority choice is on top.  The sys-
tem will process your choices in the order on the screen from top to bottom. 

7. Near the end of the process, you will have one more look at all information.  Quickly review the page, make any cor-
rections, and click “Submit”. 

8. The final screen sill state “Your expedition has been saved.  A copy of your transaction has been sent to your e-
mail address.”  This means your itinerary is confirmed.  Congratulations! 

9. If you do not receive an e-mail, you may have entered an incorrect e-mail address.  Please contact Philmont and 
they will be able to look up your confirmation and send it to you.  You may also log back in to the system and it will 
show you the itinerary number that was confirmed for your crew. 

10. If you were unable to enter your arrival information at the time of selecting your itinerary, you may log back into the 
system after the information is determined and enter it.  If you enter the arrival information online, you do not need 
to mail the postcard in the TREKS book.
